theme in 2023.

True to this year's theme, by God's grace we turned a new page in our
ministry of serving special needs groups in our mission field.

In April 2023, we held our first special ed teachers fraining camp in Hong
Kong and funded our 8 special ed teachers from the field to attend this
camp. Special thanks to North Point Alliance Church for providing the
fraining venue and for the encouragement from their senior pastor, Rev.
Chou, during our opening ceremony. We were also grateful for the loving
service of the leaders and volunteers of Fountain of Grace Foundation. They
lovingly arranged for dormitories for our teachers during their stay in Hong
Kong. They planned on-site visits, class observations and panel discussions at
many special ed schools in Hong Kong and accompanied our teachers.
Praise God! Through teaching, case analyses, group discussion, our special
ed teachers were renewed in their dedication and teaching skills. Everyone
learned a great deal and were encouraged and inspired in many ways!
Through our sponsorship program, we continued fo subsidize the tuition and
living costs of visually impaired college students and cared for their personal
growth. We also continued our support for children and youth on the autism
spectrum or with cerebral palsy so they could receive rehabilitative services
and, together with their parents, experience the grace of God!
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We were excited that Haden Wang, one of the blind students we
supported for many years, visited us in Seattle at the end of July. After
graduating in 2017, he worked hard to establish a social enterprise called
"Joy in the Dark" that aims to guide and assist visually impaired college
graduates to explore and find direction in their lives according to their
talents and passions in the workplace and professional fields.

Thanks to the dedicated service of applied behavioral analyst (ABA) Iris
Lai, we started a biweekly applied behavioral analysis online class in
March, 2022 and continued to provide timely and professional guidance
and support for our special ed teachers and for parents on a regular basis.
On September 30 and October 1, 2023 we restarted our annual indoor
fundraising dinner events at the China Harbor Restaurant located by
beautiful Lake Union in Seattle. Our ABA lris Lai and her family came alll
the way from Southern California to meet with everyone and share her
calling and commitment to serve groups with special needs, which
deeply fouched and encouraged everyone.

We were also grateful to many merchants in the Greater Seattle areaq,
which including Din Tai Fung, Yea's Wok, Seattle Fish Guys, Pokeworks,
Macadons, Dairy Queen, and others. We thanked them for their
recognition and support of RM’'s work among special needs groups in
China by giving away gift vouchers for this year's fundraising gala raffle.
There is a saying: “A person can go fast alone, but two people can go far
together. " Serving special needs groups is a long-term mission that
cannot be undertaken by one person or one organization alone. |
sincerely thank you for your persistent and loving support in all aspects
over the past years, which has enabled us to continue serving the
underprivileged despite many hardships and challenges.

RM is also connecting with other organizations such as Special
Needs Evangelical Ministry Limited to determine if we can support
projects jointly to meet children’s needs.

We are excited to see how we can merge our expertise to
spiritually and physically support disabled children’s needs. We are
seeking fo expand our board of directors to provide more support
for our service areas. As we develop our ministries in Asia, we
need to ensure consistent guidance is provided to ensure we move
forward using the same philosophy and strategy.
